However, these questions can not be asked without taking

into account the ramifications of soil remediation. We are therefore also

interested in exploring, for example, investment costs and the risks

associated transportation.

have made some suggestions on subjects for different sessions as you
can see below. For each subject we have also listed some relevant
questions. These should not be seen as constraints for your lecture merely
give inspiration. If it seems to you like we have brought up too many subjects
to fit into two days - don't worry! We are happy to announce that we will have
parallel session’s for this meeting!

Subjects and relevant questions

Projects financed by governmental grants
Cost/benefit analysis (CBA) of completed projects
Feedback of experience/compilation of completed projects
Are projects organized following the EPA’s quality
manual/guidelines or are they organized in other ways?
What is it going well? Success factors?
What problems arose? Risk factors?
What happens to objects that are contaminated but cannot
be given priority for funding? Is it just a communication
problem?

Legal matters

- What can happen after a land transfer? Who is
responsible for what?
Does Due Diligence work in practice? What are the
experiences?
Do contracts between land buyers and sellers effectively
cover liability for contamination?
How is the information in registers of contaminated land
used? And by whom?
What are the consequences when the liability for
remediation is set to less than 100%?
The consequences of other relevant legal cases?
How is the historical financial responsibility interpreted?
In which way is the remediation work governed by the
environmental goals and the environmental code?

What is the impact on the soil environment of re-filling with
clean soil?
What are the consequences of changes in soil properties
at clean-up?
Any news about the Land Directive?

Write your suggestion (maximum one page) using the following structure:

Subject and title (eg Soil functions - Estimation of soil respiration before and after remediation)
Author (organization, contact information, if several authors, state who gives the talk)

Brief summary of content (abstract)

Explain why the suggestion fits into our theme
